THE DISTRIBUTION:  

In order to effectively reach thousands of Oklahomans, the goal of this concept project is to deliver free copies of this DVD is various facilities that will use it for educational and training purposes.  Facilities may include:

THE COST:  

Given prior knowledge of severe weather productions, this DVD project, with a total feature length of 120 minutes at $625 per finished minute, will cost approximately $75,000.
EXTRA FEATURES:

Features such as a poster, 3D supercell storm replica, or teacher curriculum could be distributed.  Special features will be made available to the sponsor and partners; such as a 2-disc set of unedited storm footage, or edited content for National Weather Museum exhibits.
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
